School administrators met today to review our plan for addressing issues as they arise around COVID-19.
As of this writing, there are no confirmed cases on the island. The school district has four staff members
that have self-quarantined due to travel abroad. These employees have NOT tested positive for the virus
and at this time are NOT exhibiting any symptoms. They will return to work after fourteen days from
returning to the country.

As Superintendent of Schools, | must rely on the advice of professionals in the medical field and our local
health agents. These individuals include our district physician and our Boards of Health. As this situation
evolves, our messaging will change as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Massachusetts
Department of Public Health, and our health agents update their recommendations. Schoo! administrators
and the [ocal health officials will be meeting again tomorrow.

Please know that the schools will do everything to reduce the anxiely around student aftendance and
missed school work.

The COVID-19 virus situation is rapidly evolving and presents new challenges every day. The school
district will maintain communications with families and share information as necessary. We have stepped
up our cleaning efforts and are following previously outlined safety protocois.

Entendo que essa & uma circunstancia que provoca ansiedade para nossa comunidade, incluindo nossos
filnos. Por favor, saibam que as escolas fardo tudo para reduzir a ansiedade em relagéo a frequéncia dos
alunos e ao trabalho escolar perdido. Esta & uma situagéo que exige que a ilha se relina como uma
comunidade. Se necessario, consideraremos suspender temporariamente praticas que possam causar
mais preocupagdes entre nossos alunos.

A situagéo do virus COVID-19 esta evoluindo rapidamente e apresenta novos desafios todos os dias. O
